Your Prestwich is an ambitious £100m+
plan by placemaker Muse and Bury
Counclil to transtorm the Longftield Centre
Into a new village centre and create

a thriving destination for shopping,
dining, and community events.

n July 2024, our plans to create a new

1orary, retail units, a new market, community
spaces, attractive green public areas, a
travel hub and new homes were approved by
Sury Council’s Planning Control Committee.

The Joint Venture partnersnip between
Muse and Bury Council has also secureo
£6.8 million funding from the Greater
Manchester Good Growth Fund to kick start
the proposals and commence the works.

This means that the next phase of the
regeneration — to deliver new community
spaces and homes — can move forward.
We're now preparing a planning application
for this next phase which builds on the
hybrid consent we have In place.




Construction of the new
travel hub Is progressing well
with completion expected

In summer 2020.

The first phase will replace the existing car park oft Fairfax
Road and will provide:

— Over 300 parking spaces

— Electrical vehicle charging points
— Accessible bays

— Extensive cycle storage

To improve traffic flow and minimise impact to local
businesses, we are:

— Putting in a keep clear box on Bury New Road

at the junction of St Mary's Road

— Placing additional signage around the area

— Installing a temporary pedestrian crossing near the
junction with Heys Road and Poppythorn Lane to
facilitate safe crossing over Fairtax Road.

DEMOLITION OF R LONGELELD GENTRE

We’re moving at pace to
transform the tired Longfield
Centre into a new beating heart
for the village, with its demolition
starting in the coming weeks.

This marks an exciting next step towards unlocking the next
phase of the village’s regeneration.

We are planning to start demolition of the Longtield Centre
INn the next couple of months to pave the way for the wider
regeneration. This will see the library temporarily relocateo
to the Phoenix Centre in St Mary’s Park. This will ensure that
residents continue to benefit from library services during
the transition period.

Demolition will take place in two phases - first the building
that includes the library, followed by the remaining retail
units in the other Longfield Centre buildings. The programme
of works to adapt the Phoenix Centre is currently being
finalised, and the dates for temporary closure and reopening
will be confirmed soon.

We are providing support and remain committed to
working closely with all affected businesses and the wider
community to ensure that Prestwich emerges stronger,
more sustainable, and better equipped for the future.

The plans will help meet the
demand for quality housing In
the village, providing people
living in Prestwich with more
options, as well as attracting
new people to the area.

By merging two of the buildings but keeping them
the same height we've been able to increase

the number of homes from 210 to 248, whilst
maintaining pedestrian links through the site.

There will be a mix of one - bed and two - bed energy
efficient homes, and in line with Bury Council policy 25% of
them will be affordable, offered through discounted market
rent. They will be spacious, light - filled homes In the heart
of the village, with everything you need on the doorstep.

We've designed the new buildings to complement
Prestwich’s existing architecture and bring its rich character
and heritage to lite. Drawing inspiration from landmark
buildings like Our Lady of Grace Church, we've chosen
materials and colours that firmly root the development

PARKING

The travel hub will provide the majority of parking with 301
spaces available, including electric vehicle charging points,

accessible bays and extensive cycle storage.

We're also looking to provide an additional 25 spaces
around the village centre. A borough wide review of
parking provision is underway and our development
will support the Council’s findings on the matter.

Our updated proposals are not expected to create
more traffic or place extra pressure on nearby roads
and junctions, so our strategy will mostly remain
consistent with what's already been approved.

PUBLIG TRANGPORT AN
AGTIVE TRAVEL

Visitors and residents can take advantage of the strong
oublic transport options, such as the tram stop, and
ocal bus links, as well as new walking routes across
the site that connect to the wider village centre.

We're also planning a car club and easy drop - off
points for taxis.
